The first team playing on Court 2  
 
1. sets up posts from corner sleeves 
into place and puts up the pole 
covers.  (be mindful the posts are 
heavy and may require 2 people). 
2. Set Up Traffic Cones – to deter cars 
from entering the car park, this is for 
player safety. 
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The middle timeslot, teams playing on 
Court 1 check toilets are tidy and 
stocked. 

 

The last team playing on Court 1  
1. Remove pole covers and return to 
shed. 
 
4. Pack Up Venue inc all rubbish is 
collected and deposited in a bin..  
6. Tidy toilets (2) & stock with toilet 
paper if necessary. 
7. Lock Up Courts - the Shed & External 
Gates upon leaving. 

The last team playing on Court 2 
1. Remove pole covers and return to 
shed. 
2. Return lower netball posts to corner 
sleeves (near Opshop return sleeve) 
(be mindful the posts are heavy and 
may require 2 people)  
This regularly gets missed, the church 
parks on this court on Sundays and 
need the posts removed. 
4. Pack Up court area inc all rubbish is 
collected and deposited in a bin.
